Mr. Mumm and Mr. Davis presented further findings from their study on the District’s Water and Wastewater Alternatives.

Financial Statement
Ms. Wheeler reviewed the March Financials with the Board.  Director Rich made a motion to accept the March Financials.  The motion was seconded by Director Jackson and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Minutes:
The Board reviewed the Minutes of the March 17, 2010 meetings.  Upon motion made by Director Shaw, seconded by Director Jackson and, upon vote, unanimously carried, the minutes were approved as amended.

Payment of Claims
After discussion, upon a motion duly made by Director Shaw, seconded by Director Jackson and, upon vote, the Board unanimously approved the February claims.  
Effluent Reservoir
After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve stocking the effluent reservoir with additional Bluegill and Fathead Minnows to establish a balanced fishery.  AquaSierra, Inc. will stock the pond in the amount of $1,450.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Irrigation
After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve the injection of 12 tons of gypsum into the effluent irrigation system during the 2010 growing season by The Brickman Group, Ltd. in the amount of $4,350.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Flower Beds
After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve stocking the effluent reservoir with additional Bluegill and Fathead Minnows to establish a balanced fishery.  AquaSierra, Inc. will stock the pond in the amount of $1,450.00.  the top dressing of rock and mulch as designated by the Brickman Group, Ltd., in an amount not to exceed $10,000.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Shrubs
After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve shrub replacement throughout the district by The Brickman Group, Ltd., in an amount not to exceed $15,000.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Flower Beds
After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve the installation and maintenance of spring flowers and grasses in the medians by the Brickman Group, Ltd., in the amount of $6,500.00. Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Landscape Beds
After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve the redesign of the southeast entrance bed at Riverstone and Lincoln Avenue by The Brickman Group, Ltd., in the amount of $9,600.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Pool
After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve pool maintenance by MPM Recreation and Management, LLC from the time of Certificate of Occupancy until opening, in the amount of $1,100.00.  This excludes chemicals.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve the replacement of a water pump, temperature switch, belt, hoses and coolant for the generator at the Quarry Hill Lift Station by Wagner in the amount of $1,750.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve replacement of the wear rings and impellers on both pumps at the Quarry Hill Lift Station by Equinox in the amount of $2,300.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve the installation and setup of a new positioner on Filter #3 backwash valve by Browns Hill Engineering and Control in the amount of $1,000.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Shaw made a motion to approve the rebuild of Motor #3 at the Booster Station by Industrial Motors and Machining, Inc. in the amount of $1,250.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
