After review and discussion, Director Kannawin made a motion to approve the biweekly service work by Browns Hill Engineering and Control in the amount of $1,000.00. Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Kannawin made a motion to approve the additional water alternatives evaluation services by StepWise in the amount of $20,000.00. Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Kannawin made a motion to approve replace the Cetrilift ICS drive at Well KA-16 by AmWest. Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Newlin Gulch

Crossing
After review and discussion, Director Kannawin made a motion to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement with Urban Drainage for construction of a Newlin Gulch trail crossing in the amount of $110,000.00. Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Solenoids
After review and discussion, Director Kannawin made a motion to approve three Humphrey Solenoids for the Water Treatment Plant to be purchased and installed by Browns Hill Engineering and Control in the amount of $939.00.  Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Well KA-15
After review and discussion, Director Kannawin made a motion to approve the the replacement of the outside air conditioning unit at the Well KA-15 site by Cross Diamond Electric in the amount of $3,300.00. Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Reservoir
After review and discussion, Director Kannawin made a motion to approve the Letter of Understanding with United Water & Sanitation District. Director Jackson seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
