The meeting was called to order by Director Shaw.

Review of 

Financial Statement
Mr. Simmons reviewed the April Financials with the Board.  Director Kannawin made a motion to accept the April Financials.  The motion was seconded by Director Shaw and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Items from

Citizens:
Ms. Jane O’Neal and Mr. Brian Moore attended the meeting to discuss some landscape concerns in the District.  The Board informed them that Wenk and Associates is currently working on a landscape master plan for the District and some of their concerns should be addressed in that.
Executive Session
At 5:33 p.m., Director Kannawin made a motion to go into executive session pursuant to CRS Section 24-6-402(4)(b) and (e) to consult with and receive legal advice from the District's attorney and to develop negotiating positions and instruct negotiators on matters related to obtaining water and sewer service from Parker Water & Sanitation District. The motion was seconded by Director Shaw and, upon vote, unanimously carried.

At 6:10 p.m., the Board adjourned executive session. The Board took no action during the executive session.

Minutes:
The Board reviewed the Minutes of the April 21, 2010 meetings.  Upon motion made by Director Kannawin, seconded by Director Shaw and, upon vote, unanimously carried, the minutes were approved as amended.

Payment of Claims
After discussion, upon a motion duly made by Director Kannawin, seconded by Director Shaw and, upon vote, the Board unanimously approved the February claims.  
Booster Station
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve a replacement board for the pump VFD in Motor No. 1 at the booster station.  Cross Diamond Electric will provide the replacement board in the amount of $1,400. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

Effluent Reservoir
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve a replacement Lutz pump and motor for transfer of sodium hypochlorite at the irrigation pump stations.  Municipal Treatment will replace the pump and motor in the amount of $1,000.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Engineering
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve the hydraulic modeling of the potable water system by Mulhern MRE, Inc. in the amount of $20,000.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Engineering
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve Mulhern MRE, Inc. to sort boxes and transport District engineering files from RG Engineering in the amount of $2,700.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve Mulhern MRE, Inc. to complete a vulnerability audit for the District in the amount of $5,000.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Pool
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve the replacement of a lint and hair pot for the north pool.  The ling and hair pot will be purchased from Supply Station in the amount of $3,250.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Water Treatment

Plant
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve the purchase of a dryer for the air compressor at the water treatment plant from Grainger in the amount of $1,770.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
Wastewater

Treatment Plant
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve the repair and replacement of a 2” curb stop by C&L Water Solutions in the amount of $1,250.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
SCADA
After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve the purchase of two 1746-NI8 cards from Browns Hill Engineering and Control in the amount of $2,000.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve the purchase of a spare 1746-NI8 card from Browns Hill Engineering and Control in the amount of $1,150.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.

After review and discussion, Director Maus made a motion to approve the biweekly service work for April 8, 2010 by Browns Hill Engineering and Control in the amount of $1,000.00. Director Kannawin seconded the motion and, upon vote, it was unanimously approved.
